Every year the tennis section receives an allocation of tickets (tickets are issued in pairs) for The Championships at Wimbledon. The grass-court major is being held this year from Monday 20th   June to Sunday 3rd July. 

The Tennis Committee hold a draw to select the daily tickets and this will take place in the Summer Pavilion at 6pm on Saturday 14th May after the Brian Dodsworth Tournament.
The rules of entry are as follows:

· Every tennis section member aged 9 and over who is a member of British Tennis and who has signed up to the Club direct debit scheme or paid their full membership fee no later than 1 May 2010, is entitled to enter the draw. 

· You must be present at the time of the draw 
and bring with you:

· your British Tennis membership number (you must be registered to Beckenham)

· payment - cheque or cash  
Any winner of a pair of tickets must use the tickets for themselves with a guest. The guest can be of the winner’s choosing and does not have to be a BTM.

If you are unable to use the tickets allocated to you please contact the first member on our reserve list.

Any winner who is under the age of 16 must have permission from a parent / guardian in order to purchase the tickets and be accompanied by an adult when he/she attends The Championships.

A list of winners will be put on the tennis notice board after the draw.

The Tennis Committee reserves the right to remove your name from the draw if you do not fully comply with any of the above rules.

Tickets are not available on the night of the draw but are sent to the club once we have notified the Kent LTA of the result of our ballot.  Winners must collect their tickets from me after Friday 10th June.  Proof of identity will be required.
